In 2008, STEPS initiated one of the few clubs of the Red

Hats Society chartered for women with special needs.  In

addition, an original counterpart club for men, called the

Men’s Red Suspenders Club, was started.  Both clubs

meet monthly and sometimes will meet jointly to enjoy

special occasions, parties, and events.

While individuals can drop-in at STEPS to enjoy a game

of pool, watch TV, use internet-accessible computers,

play games, socialize, or simply relax, most people take

advantage of STEPS’schedule of fun cultural, social,

physical, and skill-building activities.
